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	生於醫學世家的余宇熙醫生為早產嬰兒科的醫學權威，畢生精力貢獻於拯救未足月的胎兒，並且強調心身靈的全人醫療。憑著對信仰和生命的執著，他打破當年醫學界極限，把新生嬰兒搶救期由 28 週推前致 26 週，成為轟動澳洲的新聞。今天，他更將搶救期推前至 23 週。再次喚醒人們明白生命的價值，未足月的嬰孩都有出生權利。

	
	二十年來，他每天救活無數嬰孩，陪伴不少父母、家庭走過生命的幽谷，迎接生命的喜悅，無奈他與妻子 (Winnie) 卻是膝下無兒。婚後，他們夫婦二人在懇切的祈禱下， Winnie 奇蹟地懷孕。可是， Winnie 在懷孕 17 週時，因一次意外中痛失胎兒。這個看似生命的遺憾，卻推動著余醫生更熱切搶救早產胎兒；同時，也推動著 Winnie 積極關心身邊，特別是教會內有需要的人。今天，上帝的祝福確實在他們身上彰顯。余醫生救活的嬰孩已經健康長大，貢獻社會。他亦培訓了許多傑出有為的醫生。 Winnie 亦深得教會的後輩尊敬，感情有如生母。

Brief Introduction: Victor and Winnie Yu

Victor 余宇熙 was born in Hong Kong.  He graduated from medical school at Hong Kong University, and did his postgraduate medical training at Oxford University in England and McMaster University in Canada.  

In 1976, Victor was invited to go to Australia by Monash University as Director to establish the Newborn Intensive Care Unit where he has been working for the past 29 years.  He is currently Senior Consultant Neonatologist at Monash Medical Centre, and Clinical Director of the Ritchie Centre for Baby Health Research and Professor of Neonatology at Monash University.

Victor has known Winnie 黃詠兒 since the age of 15, and became a Christian because of her influence.  Victor was baptised in Hong Kong in the Methodist Church at the age of 24 and married Winnie later that year.  Winnie graduated from Hong Kong University with Bachelor of Arts and worked as a secondary school geography teacher in Hong Kong, England and Canada.  She has qualifications in Education and Christian Counselling.  She planted St Matthias Anglican Church in Melbourne, a church that reaches out to Chinese migrants and refugees, and where the Archbishop has licensed her for the past 22 years as an Authorised Lay Minister.

When Victor was 50 years old, he enrolled in Ridley College to study theology part-time for 6 years.  He was selected as a candidate to train for ordination by the Anglican Diocese of Melbourne, and after 2 years of Supervised Theological Field Education, he was ordained in February 2004 to the Holy Order of Deacon in the Anglican Church of Australia.  The Archbishop has licensed him as a non-stipendiary Assistant Pastor at St Matthias Anglican Church, while he continues his medical career at Monash University.

Victor is Chairman of the Board for Medical Services International in Australia (a medical mission arm of Overseas Missionary Fellowship), which mobilises Christian professionals to serve in inland China.  Every year, he leads Christian medical mission teams into China.  

He is also the Chairman of the Board for the Bible College of Victoria Chinese Department.  This is the only college in Australia that conduct theological studies in Mandarin and Cantonese, contextualised for ministry among those of Chinese culture.  Graduates from this college serve in Chinese churches as pastors and lay leaders both within Australia and in a number of Asian countries.
