This was October:

· 7th - The 10-year old son of the Taliban leader, Mullah Mohammad Omar, was killed in the first night of US air strikes.

· 9th - Four civilian Afghan employees of a mine-clearing agency affiliated to the United Nations died in US-led raids on the Afghan capital, Kabul. “All four died on the spot […] pieces of their bodies are still to be recovered from the wreckage.” Stephanie Bunker, UN Spokesman

· 12th - The Taliban claimed that at least 200 people were killed on Wednesday in an air strike on the remote village of Karam, about 80 miles east of Kabul.

· 16th - A Red Cross warehouse was bombed in daylight attacks, with one security guard injured. A Red Cross spokesman said the building's roof was marked with the Red Cross insignia.

· 17th - The Pentagon has spent millions of dollars to prevent western media from seeing highly accurate civilian satellite pictures capable of showing bodies lying on the ground after bombing attacks.

· 22nd - The UN confirmed that a military hospital in the western Afghan city of Herat had been destroyed by US air strikes. The Taliban claimed that the strike killed more than 100 patients and medical workers.

· 23rd - The Pentagon admitted that it may have dropped a 1,000-pound bomb next to an old people's home in the western town of Herat.

And November? 

“We need to deliver 50,000 tonnes of food a month because six million Afghans will be at risk this winter. Until the first strike by the Americans, we were hitting 500 tonnes a day. Now it is nothing like that.” Ardag Meghdessian, World Food Programme
