1. UnFAIR and Don’t look away Day

2. Meeting with Anne Campbell

Alex, Jo and Rachel met with Anne Campbell on 15th February.  She was informed of the new report released by Jubilee Research which states that the millennium development goals cannot be reached without debt cancellation.  She agreed to campaign on our behalf and would consider joining the All Party Group on debt.  She informed us she could not sign the EDM due to government responsibilities.  Varsity and TCS were present at the meeting, a photo was taken and an article appeared in TCS on Thursday 21st Feb.
