GENERAL INFORMATION 
 
 
Shooting: 
 
Please register promptly on arrival on Saturday morning. On registration we will be asking 
for you to leave contact details for your club for the next academic year. 
 
Although we are not enforcing GNAS dress regulations, we would like to encourage all 
teams to wear university team kit where possible. 
 
Ends of 6 arrows will be shot, in details, as follows. Archers A and B (see target list) will 
shoot 3 arrows and leave the shooting line. C and D will then shoot 3 arrows and clear the 
line. A and B will then shoot a further 3 arrows, then C and D will shoot their remaining 3 
arrows. When everyone has shot 6 arrows, archers will proceed to the targets and score 
their arrows. This procedure will alternate during the scoring ends, A and B shooting first 
in the first end, C and D shooting first for the second end and so on. 
 
Arrowhead U.K. will be in attendance throughout the day with their stall. 
 
Following the shoot the raffle will be drawn once you have had chance to clear away your 
equipment. The results will follow soon afterwards. This will all be carried out on the field 
(weather permitting) or in the nearby bar at the Sports Centre. 
 
 
Food: 
 
It is unlikely that we will be selling food during the day. Lilleshall has a cafeteria, but it is 
unlikely this will still be open once shooting has finished. You are advised to bring food 
with you for lunch/eating during the day. There is a Safeway in Newport (2 miles) and 
ASDA in Telford (5 miles) if you want to buy food locally. Also in Newport are numerous 
places to eat on Saturday evening. Alternatively you could bring disposable BBQs and join 
Cambridge University and others who will be eating at the shooting field.

BY ROAD: 
 
From the North: 
Via M6: 
·  Leave the M6 Motorway at Junction 15. 
·  Take the A519 sign posted towards Eccleshall and then follow this road through 

Eccleshall itself and continue on following signs for Newport. 
·  At the roundabout junction with the A41 (Newport Bypass), turn left following signs for 

Wolverhampton and Telford. 
·  At the second roundabout turn right (sign posted A518 Telford). On the corner to your 

right will be a factory called Classic Furniture. 
·  Follow this road to the next roundabout and then turn left. 
·  The entrance to Lilleshall NSC is approximately 1/2 mile along this road on your right. 
 
Via A41: 
·  The A41 trunk road bypasses Newport and Lilleshall National Sports Centre. 
·  Follow the bypass around Newport town until you reach a roundabout where A518 

Telford is sign posted off to your right. At this roundabout turn right (sign posted A518 
Telford). On the corner to your right will be a factory called Classic Furniture. 

·  Follow this road to the next roundabout and then turn left. 
·  The entrance to Lilleshall NSC is approximately 1/2 mile along this road on your right. 
 
From the South: 
Via M1/M6/M5 – From Birmingham/London: 
·  Travel north along the M6, leaving at Junction 10A (M54) towards Telford. 
·  Leave the M54 at Junction 3 and follow the A41 north towards Whitchurch. 
·  Continue north along the A41 until the beginning of the A41 Newport bypass. 
·  Lilleshall National Sports Centre is sign posted (left turn) off this road south of Newport. 

Proceed along this road for about 1 mile. 
·  The centre entrance is sign posted left opposite Rubens Nursing Home. 
 
From the East: 
Via Derby: 
·  From Derby ring road, follow signs for the A50 to Uttoxeter. 
·  When you reach Uttoxeter take the A518 towards Stafford and then on to Newport. 
·  At the roundabout junction with the A41 (Newport Bypass), turn left following signs for 

Wolverhampton and Telford. 
·  At the second roundabout turn right (sign posted A518 Telford). On the corner to your 

right will be a factory called Classic Furniture. Follow this road to the next roundabout 
and then turn left. 

·  The entrance to Lilleshall NSC is approximately 1/2 mile along this road on your right. 
 



 
From the West: 
Via Shrewsbury/M54: 
·  From Shrewsbury, follow the A5/M54 motorway towards Telford. 
·  Leave the motorway at junction 6 and take the first exit at the roundabout interchange. 
·  The road goes down an incline with a Tesco and a Retail Park to your right. 
·  Go over the small roundabout (entrance to the Retail Park) and at the large roundabout 

at the bottom of the hill take the second exit, sign posted towards Hadley. 
·  Continue along this road until you reach another roundabout (to your immediate left will 

be a Texaco petrol station and opposite left will be a Ford car dealer – Furrows). At this 
roundabout turn right. 

·  Continue along this road (through Hadley) until you reach the roundabout junction with 
the A442 Queensway. Turn left – the road goes under a bridge and immediately joins 
another roundabout at the other side. 

·  Take the last exit from this roundabout (sign posted A518 Stafford & Newport). 
·  Follow this road alongside the Hortonwood Industrial Estate and out of Telford, 

continuing along the A518 towards Newport & Stafford. 
·  You will reach a roundabout where on the opposite corner is a pub/restaurant called 

the Red House. Go straight over this and the next island and at the following 
roundabout turn right onto Pave Lane. 

·  The entrance to Lilleshall NSC is approximately 1/2 mile along this road on the right.
