Minutes of the Meeting to Discuss the SCC Unity Service

Held on Wednesday 15th January in the University Centre at 5.30 p.m.

1. Apologies for Absence

2. Minutes of the Previous SCC Meeting & Matters Arising

These were deferred until the next meeting, since the purpose of the meeting was explicitly to discuss the SCC’s activities for Unity Week.

3. Any Other Business

It was pointed out that the SCC had not met for some time, hence the lack of organisation.

SCC Service of Prayer for Christian Unity.  Carys, in consultation with Gavin and Ruth, had provisionally booked Wesley Methodist Chapel from 8 p.m. on Tuesday 21st February, and had also obtained material from Churches Together.  (It could not be had earlier due to the CTF service there.)  Given the lack of time for publicity, the SCC Service of Prayer for Christian Unity would take place on a Tuesday later in the term.  It was suggested that Michaelhouse might be a suitable place.  Gavin would go and look.  It was noted that the week in question coincided with activities from the Fisher Society, but that the Tuesday would not be a clash.  Debate on the time started, some wanting earlier times and others later.

Instead, the usual SCC Prayers for Unity on Friday would be specially publicised.  Carys would do this, with assistance from the MethSoc and Fisher Soc. College reps if necessary.  It was suggested that the Friday be made into a day of prayer for Christian Unity.  Amy agreed to arrange Christ’s chapel if possible.  (The Unity Service itself would take place there.)

A ‘Church crawl’ would take place later in the year, possibly early next term.  This could be discussed further at a later date.
