· Getting an ethical bank account- there were objections to opening a bank account with the Co-operative at the last meeting. At this meeting there were not enough members present to discuss views about ethical bank accounts. Jenny suggested the Triodas bank as an alternative to the Co-operative. With Triodas we would only have an e-bank account so research needs to be done about how we would pay money in and whether a cheque book is issued. It would be good to get forms for either the Co-operative or the Triodas bank, whichever is decided to be better, to be used later when a decision is made.

· New Taizé rep- Emma H. will approach Elisabeth Rutherford and Claire McQuitty to ask them.

· Tim Kelby needs to be informed that he is Methsoc rep.

· It has been noticed that CUC meetings need to be advertised to the whole CUC list ten days in advance.

· Freshers’ fair- CUC has a stall booked; we need to ask about paying when we get there. Will Carroll’s name may need to be mentioned on entry as the person who booked the stall.
· Discussion groups- there will be three discussion groups this term in weeks three, five and seven in different locations.

· Formal hall- it would be good to have formal hall in a different college from last academic year. We will ask Ruth if it possible for her to try to book us in at Queen’s.

· We need to find a Fisher House rep. Fr Alban has been asked about it by answer phone message. He may need to be asked again.
· CUC ceilidh- since Methsoc is putting on a ceilidh this term, it has been decided to promote and advertise the Methsoc ceilidh using CUC’s resources.

· To advertise the discussion groups it would be good to email the theology list.

· Lent term events- CUC Unity service 23rd January 2007. Potential venue, Emmanuel United Reformed Church Trumpington St. Emma H. will contact them to try to arrange a booking. Last year’s format worked well so a similar format will be kept this year. 
· In Lent term Speak will have a fashion show possibly in Emmanuel URC which will be advertised through CUC. This term, probably in mid November, Jenny hopes to hold a Dance Upon Injustice, she will let CUC know the details so it can be advertised.

· Will has spoken to a representative of a Ska Punk band who sing for communion services about the possibility of them doing something for CUC. After discussion it was decided that a communion service may not be suitable but we could perhaps arrange a different kind of service. Since we do not have a Fisher House rep at the moment Will may talk to some students from Fisher House to find out their thoughts.
