Forward 2011 was a ten-mile hike for Scouts and Guides around the fens to the northeast of 
Cambridge, between Lode and Waterbeach. Run by Cambridge University Scout and Guide 
Club, the route involved 5 manned checkpoints with challenges to complete, and had to be 
completed within seven hours. As ever, turnout was excellent, with 34 teams (over 150 
people) taking part from all over Cambridgeshire.  
 
Activities ranged from the traditional first aid incident to the more unusual (tying knots 
round trees without going within a certain distance of the tree and pitching tents 
blindfolded.) Teams gained points both for their ability and teamwork on these challenges 
and their observation of features around the route. 
 
The weather was generous, although at one base it apparently seemed that the sun came 
out only when teams were there. There was a fairly wide range of scores among the teams, 
but it was still quite close at the top. Our congratulations go to 28th Cambridge Scouts Zulu 
and 7th Cambridge Guides A who won their respective categories. 
 
We are grateful to the Waterbeach Scouts and Guides for the use of their hut, and to all the 
leaders and helpers who made the day a success. Forward will happen again next year; in 
the meantime, BREAM & CuBAA, the craft day for Beavers, Rainbows, Cubs and Brownies will 
be sometime in early May and the Marathon Challenge for all Scouts or Guides over 14
